[ satisfactory score of 5 or higher on the International Baccalaureate (IB) Higher Level Examinations in languages other than English.
] Earn a passing grade (A, B, C or 5, 6, 7) on the Cambridge international ‘A’ level or ‘O’ level exam in a language other than English.

[ Satisfactory completion of an achievement test administered by a community college, university, or other college in a language other than English at a level equivalent to at
least two years of high school language. If an achievement test is not available, a faculty member associated with a U.S. regionally accredited institution of higher education
can verify a student’s competency.
